The BPAA Scholarship of $1000.00 awarded separately in
previous years has now been combined with the BFA Scholarship program, so the BFA will now be
awarding 3 individual scholarships of $1000.00 each. You will notice as well that the BFA has
removed the requirements for superior scholastic and bowling achievement, in favour of more well
rounded and community/volunteer oriented individuals.

There are really only three eligibility requirements of this program: 1. Applicants must be in Grade
